Workshop Description

Linda Warner Constantino will be teaching and mentoring plein air landscape painting with a 
focus on learning how to see more simply and paint color, shapes and values in order to create 
a painting that reflects a personal vision and response. Emphasis will also be placed on painting 
the light to in order capture mood and a sense of place. Students will work in a small pochade 
format ranging from 6’ by 8” to 9” by 12” . There will be painting sessions in the morning and      
afternoon on the grounds of Spannocchia with individual instruction and critiques. Three half-
day painting trips to nearby small towns are also planned.

Linda is a professor of illustration at Savannah College of Art and Design 
in Savannah, Georgia. She is an avid plein air painter in oils and watercolor 
and is a member of the Lagauna Plein Air Painters and the Oil Painters 
of America.
